DRIVE AROUND THE WORLD LONGITUDE EXPEDITION CROSSES THE ANDES IN PERU

 

Nine-month Expedition for Parkinson’s Disease Research Reaches Exploration Milestone
 

 

CHILHUANCA, Peru, Jan. 6, 2004--The Drive Around the World team found themselves short of breath upon sight of the Andes. 

Not only because the newest mountain range is the world is incredibly beautiful, but the altitude is really taking its toll on everyone. The last time the team was at altitude like this, they’d had a few days to acclimate. 

“Today was a unique experience for the team—we climbed from almost sea level to just over 15,000 feet in about two-and-a-half hours,” said Justin Mounts, assistant director for Drive Around the World. “Days like this are incredible.  In the morning we can be looking at the ocean, and by afternoon we are in a completely different part of the world.” 

The team left their headquarters in Los Gatos, Calif., Nov. 1, and they have driven four Certified, Pre-Owned Land Rover Discoverys through 10 countries so far.  Their route will take them down the Pacific coast of Chile before crossing over to Ushuaia, Argentina, in Tierra del Fuego and then crossing the ocean to Australia to begin the northern drive through the Eastern hemisphere. 

“Each navigational milestone we hit is a tribute to all the explorers who have done this before us. You can never fully experience what it was like to be the first person to explore a region like the Andes,” said Mounts. “Driving all the way here from the US makes you realize the determination these individuals had, and it gives us a newfound respect for all the lessons we learned in history.” 

As the four Land Rover Discovery vehicles continue their journey around the world, the LONGITUDE team is looking forward to crossing more incredible and inspiring landscapes as they travel through South America toward their next navigational milestone.
