DRIVE AROUND THE WORLD DISTANCE-LEARNING PROGRAM GOES TO ISLA DE LOS UROS

 

LONGITUDE Expedition introduces students to native inhabitants via the web
 

 

LAKE TITIKAKA, Peru, Jan. 16, 2004 – The Drive Around the World education program ventured to Isla de los Uros on Lake Titikaka today as part of a distance-learning program that is used by over 700 students worldwide. 

The purpose of the visit was to host interviews with several residents of the island and with local historian Mairo Moya and then share their findings with students and teachers participating online in an interactive question-and-answer session.

“These visits afford primary, middle, and high-school students the opportunity to interact with people and cultures from around the world,” said Borgie. “Our education program enhances classroom activities by providing a free geography, natural history, and social sciences curriculum for use in schools worldwide.”

The Drive Around the World team left their headquarters in Los Gatos, Calif., Nov. 1, and they have driven four Certified Pre-Owned Land Rover Discoverys through 10 countries so far. The expedition is a nine-month overland adventure circumnavigating the globe, crossing four-continents, through 34 countries, following lines of Longitude over a distance of 32,000 miles.  Educational visits are made to interesting sites along their route.

The visit to Lake Titikaka marks the seventh education visit in South America, and the 15th visit since kicking off the 32,000-mile journey. Each visit provides the team with rich cultural experiences that are being relayed to students via the Drive Around the World site: www.drivearoundtheworld.com.  Students can interact with the team or the people they meet by posting questions online.

Established in 2002, with headquarters in Los Gatos California, Drive Around the World is a 501(c)(3) non-profit organization that seeks to inspire a sense of adventure and the tradition of exploration. Encouraging people to actively learn about our world and creatively act to understand the humanitarian and environmental problems we face.
