ACADEMY AWARD WINNING DIRECTOR JAMES CAMERON SUPPORTS LONGITUDE EXPEDITION

MALIBU, Calif., Jan. 18, 2005 – Academy Award winning motion picture director James Cameron joined several other celebrities in showing his support of the charitable Drive Around the World LONGITUDE Expedition by signing one of the Expedition vehicles on Friday, Jan. 14th. 

The nationally recognized LONGITUDE Expedition team began its journey in November 2003 to raise money for Parkinson’s disease research through a global drive-a-thon following lines of longitude. Visiting Parkinson’s research centers along the way, the team works to encourage those battling the disease and inspire others to learn more about the difference they can make in the fight against Parkinson’s.  

“We must invite people to envision a world they have not seen yet,” Cameron said. “Only then can changes occur. I admire the dreamers who created the LONGITUDE expedition as a way of bringing an end to Parkinson's disease.  I applaud their creative efforts to transform this dream into a reality.”


Individuals who support the journey by donating $10 or more to The Parkinson’s Institute are entered into a drawing to win the vehicle signed by Cameron. Other celebrities to sign the vehicle include Tonight Show Host Jay Leno and actor/Parkinson’s activist Michael J. Fox. The expedition-equipped vehicle, a 2003 Certified Pre-Owned Land Rover Discovery, has visited schools throughout the U.S. as part of the Expedition’s education segment.

Through the LONGITUDE Expedition interactive website, www.drivearoundtheworld.com/education, the team promotes geography and scientific research projects among school children. Students have sent thousands of travel/geography questions and team members have responded to each one from points across the globe.

After a journey across South America, Australia, Asia and North America, passing through more than 30 countries and traveling over 41,000 miles, the Drive Around the World LONGITUDE Expedition will culminate on February 28, 2005 to celebrate its global philanthropic adventure. The winner of the signed vehicle will be announced after the team’s return from their final leg, which travels from Prudhoe Bay, Alaska, through Canada, and back home to the Parkinson’s Institute in Sunnyvale.
